To all to whom these presents shall come-GREETING.

WHEREAS by section 6 (3) of the Community Charter and by section 20 of the Local Government Act the

Lieutenant Governor in Council may extend the area ofa municipality by issuing Letters Patent;



AND WHEREAS a request has been received by the Minister of Community Development from the

Council of the District of Sparwood requesting an extension of the area of the District of Sparwood to include the

area ofland described as follows and hereinafter referred to as the "new area";

Firstly: Lots 7292, 7293 and 7294, Kootenay Land District, save and except therefrom Corbin Road right of

way, and containing by admeasurement 77LOO hectares ofland, more or less.

Secondly: Lot 1 of Lots 6996 and 6998, Kootenay Land District, Registered Plan 12778, on file in the Land

Title Office, Kamloops (formerly Nelson), containing by admeasurement 148.50 hectares ofland,

more or less.

Thirdly: Commencing at the southwest comer of Block A of Lot 7001, Kootenay Land District, Registered

Plan 2268, on tile in the Land Title Otlice, Kamloops (fonnerly Nelson);

thence northerly along the westerly boundary of said Block A, Plan 2268 to the point of intersection with

the southwesterly limit of Registered Right of Way Plan 12676;

thence northwesterly along the southwesterly limit of said Right of Way Plan 12676 to the point of

intersection with the easterly boundary of Lot A of Lot 7000, Registered Plan 12742;

thence southerly, southwesterly and northwesterly along the easterly, southeasterly and southwesterly

boundaries of said Lot A, Plan 12742 to the most southerly southwest comer thereof and being a

point on the southeasterly limit of the Railway right of way as shown on Registered Plan 12757;

thence in a general southwesterly and northwesterly direction along the southeasterly and southwesterly

limits of said Railway right of way, Plan 12757 to the most southerly comer of Block A of

Lot 7000 and being a point on the northeasterly limit of Corbin Road right of way;

thence northwesterly along the said northeasterly limit of Corbin Road right of way to the point of

intersection with the southerly limit of the aforesaid Railway right of way Plan 12757;

thence westerly along the southerly limit of said Railway right ofway Plan 12757 to the point of

intersection with the westerly boundary of Lot 7000;

thence southerly along the said westerly boundary of Lot 7000 to the point of intersection with the

southerly limit of Eastern HoC. Railway Statutory Right of Way Registered Plan DD7936as

shown on Plan 12757;

thence in a general westerly, northwesterly westerly and northerly direction along the southerly,

southwesterly, southerly and westerly limits of said Eastern B.C. Railway Statutory Right of Way

Plan DD7936 to the point of intersection with the southerly limit of the southerly loop of the

Canadian Pacific Railway right of way, HoC. Southern Branch, as shown on Registered

Plan 524 Q-1;
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thence easterly along the said southerly limit ofthe southerly loop of the Canadian Pacific Railway right of

way, B.C. Southern Branch, as shown on Plan 524 Q-l to the point of intersection with the

easterly limit of the aforesaid Eastern B.C. Railway Statutory Right of Way Plan DD7936;

thence in a general southerly, easterly, southeasterly and easterly direction along the easterly, northerly,

northeasterly and northerly limits of the Eastern B.C. Railway Statutory Right of Way

Plan DD7936 to the point of intersection with the westerly boundary of Lot 7000;

thence southerly along the westerly boundary of said Lot 7000 to the point of intersection with the

northerly limit ofthe aforesaid Railway right of way, as shown on Plan 12757;

thence easterly and southeasterly along the northerly and northeasterly limits of said Railway right of way,

Plan 12757 to the northwest corner of Lot A of Lot 7000, Plan 12742;

thence easterly and southerly along the northerly and easterly boundaries of said Lot A, Plan 12742 to the

point of intersection with the northeasterly limit of aforesaid Right of Way Plan 12676;

thence southeasterly along the northeasterly limit of said Right of Way Plan 12676 to the point of

intersection with the westerly boundary of Block A of Lot 7001, Plan 2268;

thence northerly, easterly, southerly and westerly along the westerly, northerly, easterly and southerly

boundaries of said Block A, Plan 2268 to the aforesaid southwest corner thereof: being the point

of commencement, save and except therefrom the following:

I) Lot 1 of Lot 7000, Registered Plan 7523

2) the unnamed road right of way adjacent to said Lot I, Plan 7523

3) Corbin Road right of way.

The above area containing by admeasurement 176.30 hectares ofland, more or less.

Fourthly: Commencing at the point of intersection of the middle line of Elk River and the easterly

prolongation of the southerly boundary of Lot 7989, Kootenay Land District;

thence easterly along said easterly prolongation of the southerly boundary of Lot 7989 to the point of

intersection with the natural high water mark ofElk River, on the left bank thereof;

thence due east for a distance of 1,760 metres;

thence due north to the point of intersection with a straight line drawn due west ofthe most northerly point

of Grave Lake;

thence due west along said straight line to the point of intersection with the middle line Elk River;

thence southerly along the said middle line of Elk River to the aforesaid point of intersection with the

easterly prolongation of the southerly boundary of Lot 7989, being the point of commencement,

and containing by admeasurement 104.00 hectares of land, more or less.

Fifthly: Commencing at the northwest corner of Lot 6764, Kootenay Land District;

thence easterly and southerly along the northerly and easterly boundaries of said Lot 6764 to the southeast

corner thereof;

thence southerly in a straight line to the northeast corner of Lot 6769;
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thence westerly along the northerly boundary of said Lot 6769 to the northwest corner thereof;

thence northerly along the easterly boundaries of Lots 6768 and 6765 to the aforesaid northwest comer of

Lot 6764, being the point of commencement, and containing by admeasurement 518.02 hectares of

land, more or less.

AND WHEREAS the conditions and requirements of section 20 of the Local Government Act have been

duly complied with;

NOW KNOW YE THAT by these presents, We do order and proclaim that the area of the District of

Sparwood is extended to include the new area and that on and after the date these Letters Patent are issued, the

boundary of the District of Sparwood is defined as follows:

Firstly: Commencing at the southeast comer of Lot 8526, Kootenay Land District, being a point on the

natural high water mark ofElk River, on the right bank thereof;

thence northerly along said natural high water mark of Elk River, on the right bank thereof, to a point

which lies due west of the most northerly comer of Block I of Lot 4588, Registered Plan 1358 on

the file in the Land Title Office, Kamloops (formerly Nelson);

thence due east to said most northerly comer of Block 1 of Lot 4588, Plan 1358;

thence northerly, easterly, northerly, easterly and southerly along the westerly, northerly, westerly,

northerly and easterly boundaries of Lot 1 of Lot 4588, Registered Plan 9330, to the point of

intersection with a straight line, the extremities of which are the northwest comer of Lot 13833

and a point which lies South 37 degrees East for a distance of 3.2186 kilometres (2 miles) and

South 20 degrees East for a distance of 1.6093 kilometres (1 mile) consecutively from the most

easterly corner of Block 8 of Lot 4588, Registered Plan 1358;

thence southeasterly in a straight line to the aforesaid northwest comer ofLot 13833;

thence easterly and southerly along the northerly and easterly boundaries of said Lot 13833 to the southeast

corner thereof;

thence easterly along the southerly boundary of Lot 13834 to the southeast comer thereof;

thence due east to the interprovincial boundary between British Columbia and Alberta;

thence in a southwesterly direction along said interprovincial boundary between British Columbia and

Alberta to a point due south of the southeast corner of Lot 13832;

thence due north to said southeast corner of Lot 13832;

thence westerly along the southerly boundaries of Lots 13832 and 13831 to the southwest corner of said

Lot 13831;

thence northerly along the westerly boundary of said Lot 13831 to the northwest comer thereof;

thence due north for a distance of 0.80465 kilometres (one-half mile);

thence North 80 degrees West for a distance of 2.41395 kilometres (1 Yz miles);
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thence North 30 degrees West for a distance of2.011625 kilometres (1 V4 miles);

thence North 60 degrees West for a distance of 1.6093 kilometres (1 mile);

thence North 33 degrees West for a distance of 5.230225 kilometres (3 y:, miles);

thence due west for a distance of 1.4081375 kilometres (seven-eighths ofa mile);

thence due south for a distance of2.41395 kilometres (l Yz miles);

thence due west for a distance of 0.80465 kilometres (one-half mile);

thence due south to a point due east of the southeast corner of Lot 8280;

thence due west to the said southeast corner of Lot 8280;

thence westerly and northerly along the southerly and westerly boundaries of said Lot 8280 to the

northwest corner thereof;

thence northwesterly in a straight line to the southwest corner of Lot 9396;

thence northerly along the westerly boundary of said Lot 9396 to the northwest corner thereof;

thence northerly in a straight line to a point which lies due west of the northwest corner of Lot 8523 and

due south of the southwest corner of Lot 12749;

thence due north to the said southwest corner of Lot 12749;

thence northerly along the westerly boundaries of Lots 12749, 12750 and 9489 to the northwest corner of

said Lot 9489;

thence easterly along the northerly boundaries of Lots 9489, 6666 and 7781, to the northeast corner of said

Lot 7781;

thence southerly and easterly along the westerly and southerly boundaries of Lot 8526 to the aforesaid

southeast corner thereof, being the point of commencement, and containing by admeasurement

14,006.52 hectares ofland, more or less, and 137.96 hectares of foreshore and land covered by

water, more or less;

Secondly: Commencing at the southwest corner of Lot 6776, Kootenay Land District;

thence easterly and northerly along the southerly and easterly boundaries of said Lot 6776 to the northeast

corner thereof;

thence easterly and northerly along the southerly and easterly boundaries of Lot 6773 to the northeast

corner thereof;

thence northerly and easterly along the westerly and northerly boundaries of Lot 6769 to the northeast

corner thereof;

thence northerly in a straight line to the southeast corner of Lot 6764;

thence northerly and westerly along the easterly and northerly bOlmdaries of said Lot 6764 to the northwest

corner thereof;

thence westerly along the northerly boundaries of Lots 6765 and 6766 to the northwest corner of said

Lot 6766;

thence southerly along the westerly boundaries of Lots 6766, 6767, 6771 6772 and 6776 to the point of

intersection with the middle line of Line Creek;
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thence in a general westerly and northerly direction along the said middle line of Line Creek and continuing

northerly along the northerly prolongation of the middle line of Line Creek to the point of

intersection with the middle line Fording River;

thence in a general southwesterly direction along said middle line of Fording River and continuing in a

general southwesterly direction along the southwesterly prolongation of the middle line of Fording

River to the point of intersection with the middle line of Elk River;

thence in a general southerly direction along said middle line of Elk River to the point of intersection with

the easterly prolongation of the southerly boundary of Lot 7989;

thence easterly along the said easterly prolongation of the southerly boundary of Lot 7989 to the point of

intersection with the natural high water mark of Elk River, on the left bank thereof;

thence due east for a distance of 1,760 metres;

thence due north to the point of intersection with a straight line drawn due west of the most northerly point

of Grave Lake;

thence due east along said straight line to a point due south of the southwest corner of Lot 6776;

thence due north to the aforesaid southwest comer of Lot 6776, being the point of commencement, and

containing by admeasurement 4,235.18 hectares of land, more or less, and 3.92 hectares of

foreshore and land covered by water, more or less.

Thirdly: Commencing at the northeast corner of Lot 7292, Kootenay Land District;

thence southerly along the easterly boundaries of Lots 7292, 7293 and 7294 to the southeast corner thereof;

thence westerly and northerly along the southerly and westerly boundaries of said Lot 7294 to the

northwest corner thereof;

thence westerly along the southerly boundary of Lot 6997 to the southwest comer thereof;

thence westerly, northerly, northeasterly and easterly along the southerly, westerly, northwesterly and

northerly boundaries of Lot I of Lots 6996 and 6998, Registered Plan 12778, on file in the Land

Title Office, Kamloops (formerly Nelson) to the northeast corner thereof;

thence northerly along the westerly boundaries of Lots 6999 and 700 I to the point of intersection with the

southwesterly limit of Registered Right of Way Plan 12676;

thence northwesterly along the southwesterly limit of said Right of Way Plan 12676 to the point of

intersection with the easterly boundary of Lot A of Lot 7000, Registered Plan 12742;

thence southerly, southwesterly and northwesterly along the easterly, southeasterly and southwesterly

boundaries of said Lot A, Plan 12742 to the most southerly southwest comer thereof and being a

point on the southeasterly limit of the Railway right of way as shown on Registered Plan 12757;

thence in a general southwesterly and northwesterly direction along the southeasterly and southwesterly

limits of said Railway right of way, Plan 12757 to the most southerly corner of Block A of

Lot 7000 and being a point on the northeasterly limit of Corbin Road right of way;
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thence northwesterly along the said northeasterly limit of Corbin Road right of way to the point of

intersection with the southerly limit ofthe aforesaid Railway right of way Plan 12757;

thence westerly along the southerly limit of said Railway right of way Plan 12757 to the point of

intersection with the westerly boundary of Lot 7000;

thence southerly along the said westerly boundary of Lot 7000 to the point of intersection with the

southerly limit of Eastern B.C. Railway Statutory Right of Way Registered Plan 007936 as

shown on Plan 12757;

thence in a general westerly, northwesterly westerly and northerly direction along the southerly,

southwesterly, southerly and westerly limits of said Eastern B.C. Railway Statutory Right of Way

Plan 007936 to the point of intersection with the southerly limit ofthe southerly loop of the

Canadian Pacific Railway right of way, B.c. Southern Branch, as shown on Registered

Plan 524 Q-I ;

thence easterly along the said southerly limit of the southerly loop of the Canadian Pacific Railway right of

way, B.c. Southern Branch, as shown on Plan 524 Q-l to the point of intersection with the

easterly limit of the aforesaid Eastern B.C. Railway Statutory Right of Way Plan 007936;

thence in a general southerly, easterly, southeasterly and easterly direction along the easterly, northerly,

northeasterly and northerly limits of the Eastern B.C. Railway Statutory Right of Way

Plan 007936 to the point of intersection with the westerly boundary of Lot 7000;

thence southerly along the westerly boundary of said Lot 7000 to the point of intersection with the

northerly limit ofaforesaid Railway right of way, as shown on Plan 12757;

thence easterly and southeasterly along the northerly and northeasterly limits of said Railway right of way,

Plan 12757 to the northwest corner of Lot A of Lot 7000, Plan 12742;

thence easterly and southerly along the northerly and easterly boundaries of said Lot A, Plan 12742 to the

point of intersection with the northeasterly limit of aforesaid Right of Way Plan 12676;

thence southeasterly along the northeasterly limit of said Right of Way Plan 12676 to the point of

intersection with the westerly boundary of Block A of Lot 700 I, Registered Plan 2268;

thence northerly, easterly and southerly along the westerly, northerly and easterly boundaries of said

Block A, Plan 2268 to the southeast corner thereof;

thence easterly along the northerly boundary of Lot 7292 to the aforesaid northeast corner thereof, being

the point of commencement, save and except therefrom the following:

1) Lot 1 of Lot 7000, Registered Plan 752.3,

2) the unnamed road right of way adjacent to said Lot I, Plan 7523

.3) Corbin Road right of way, except for that portion of Corbin Road right of way within Lots 6997

and 6999.

The above area containing by admeasurement 1,613.82 hectares ofland, more or less.
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The whole ofthe District of Sparwood containing by admeasurement the total of 19,855.52 hectares of

land, more or less, and 141.88 hectares of foreshore and land covered by water, more or less.
